Stäubli developed the PerforMore connec-

tor based on the LV-215 standard and the 

requirements for plug-in connectors in vehi-

cles. The two-pole version of this connector 

can be used with high-voltage batteries, in-

verters, and high-voltage distribution units 

(HVDUs).

Our tried and tested MULTILAM technology 

is built into the Ø 10 mm contact system; 

depending on the ambient temperature, it 

can transfer continuous currents up to 600 A 

with minimal power loss. MULTILAM also 

meets the demanding requirements of elec-

tric drive trains, like resistance to vibrations 

and high operating temperatures.

The connector was designed to provide 

compact dimensions that comply with all 

the clearances and creepage distances re-

quired for high operating voltages.
